Described in
the 2% chapter of Leviticus, the Year of
Jubilee was a call for all debts to be canceled
and property rights restored. It was kind of a
“reset button” that allowed the Hebrew
community to start anew. Our hope was to
restore our property, rethink our ministry, and
renew our commitment to the Georgia Tech
community in this Jubilee Year. It is also
important to remember that there is no
evidence that the ancient Hebrew community
ever actually fulfilled the call of Jubilet
Always before the people as a guide to be
followed and a goal for which to strive, we
don’t think that a Year of Jubilee was ever
actually celebrated.

This fall, we will engage in a modest
celebration of the Wesley Foundation
building’s Jubilee Year, and we will humbly
continue our work of restoring our property,
rethinking our ministry, and renewing our
commitment to the Georgia Tech community.
